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Stonewall Confederate Cemetery

Stonewall Cemetery is located on part of aplot given as a burial site by General Lewis

Lawrence Griffin, when he founded Griffin in 1840. Several hundred Confederates and one

Union soldier, casualties of the Battle of Atlanta and Jonesboro, from the hospital at old
Synodical College and the battlefields, are buried here. The principal monument here was
among the first to the Confederate dead. The first recorded Confederate Memorial Day in
Griffin was October 26,1866 making it among the first in Georgia. Rev. D. L. Gwinn,
Pastor of the First Baptist Church, delivered an eloquent and appropriate address on that
occasion. The monument is topped with an Angel. There are cannons on all four corners,
and what can beread is as follows,

“In memorium our Confederate Dead."

To the right of the Angel it reads:

"Erected by the Ladies Memorial Association of Griffin, Ga. 1869".

On the back the readingis as follows:

"Rest! Soldier! Rest." and then ..... On the right hand side of the monument the reading is:

"Now sleep the brave, who sink to rest. By all their country's wishes blest. The Laurel |eaf

of shining green will still around their tomb be seen.” This granite boulder is to the “Home
of the Brave”, the women of Griffin and Spalding county who gave their services during
the War Between the States from 1861 to 1865.

Andrew J. Callahan was born about 1844. On March 6, 1862, he enlisted with his brother William in Company I, 37th Alabama Infantry. He was listed as a drummer. Like his brother, he was captured at the fall of Vicksburg and was also paroled six days later. At Vicksburg, he served as a nurse and a courier at Hospital #2. His assignment to the hospital may have been an effort to keep him out of battle by his uncle, Dr. John Oslin, who was the regimental surgeon of the 37th Alabama. Dr. Oslin had also joined the 37th in March 1862 in LaFayette. After the war Dr. Oslin moved to West Point, Georgia, then to Columbus and then to Gainesville, where he died in 1906. After the Vicksburg prisoner exchange, Andrew returned to the army and on January 30, 1864 was elected lieutenant in Company F, 25th Alabama Regiment. He fought against Sherman's army in north Georgia and was wounded near Griffin, Georgia. A member of the hospital staff wrote his family that he was recovering, but then he took a turn for the worse and died August 5, 1864. He was buried at Griffin "at the soldiers graveyard in his best suit...in a pine coffin". His grave is in the Stonewall Confederate Cemetery, on Memorial Drive, Griffin, Georgia
