Peter Jess, 79, retired Jasper county farmer, died Monday evening at 11:25 o'clock, just ten
hours after the funeral service for his wife who preceded him in death on Nov. 10. Mr. Jess

died, not knowing of the death of his wife.

The couple had retired from their farm northwest of Newton about 19 years ago and took up
residence at 604 North Second avenue West. About three weeks ago, both became ill and

were taken to the home of Mrs. W. M. Schafer, where they received care.

Mrs. Jess had been suffering from a prolonged illness and Mr. Jess's death was due to old
age and complications.
