Out of the Archives - The following is from the Wellsville Daily Reporter of May 28, 1903. The
People of Wellsville really enjoyed the game of baseball. By 1903, it became traditional to stage a
Memorial Day game between the married men and the single men of the area. This article
coincided with the opening of the new Athletic Field, an area we call Tullar Field today.

“All Ready for the Game — New Athletic Grounds will be Opened by
Bachelors and Benedicts Game Tomorrow.”

“The formal opening of the new athletic grounds occurs tomorrow afternoon when the annual
contest between the married and single men will take place. At 2 o’clock the base ball players,
assistants and rooters, together with members of the

Athletic Association will form in front of the Church House (Brunswick Hotel) and march to the
new ball field, headed by the Wellsville band and at 2:30 the game will be called to order.

The admission to the grounds for this great game will be 25 cents, ladies 15 cents, children 15
cents. Admission to grand stand 10 cents to all. Ample arrangements have been made to take
care of the crowd and the new grand stand, with a seating capacity of 500, will probably be
more than filled as everyone is going to the game.

Messer’'s Homer Elliott and Jesse Ostrander have been selected by the married men to occupy
the pitcher's box and the number of innings that each one will pitch will depend upon how
much punishment they can stand from the hard knocks of the single men.

On the other side the single men will have George Carpenter and Bayard Tullar to pitch for
them and although they think they have a picnic, the number of home runs secured by the
married men will convince them that the benedicts are a hard crowd to tackle.

The players in both teams are in fine condition and trained down for the game of their life and
enough men have been signed so that there will be plenty of substitutes to take the place of
any who give out early in the game. It will certainly be a game well worth witnessing and the
friends of both the bachelors and benedicts will be there in legion to root for their favorite
team.”

Who Won? — The June 1, 1903 paper has a large heading,
“BACHELORS WIN". With over 600 people attending the
game, it was difficult to tell who the crowd favored. Playing
for the Bachelors were Captain George Carpenter, Wheeler
Hakes, Amory Stewart, Guy Green, Charley Maddock, Mark
Graves, William Spargur, Jim Renwick and Bayard Tullar.
Norman Otis, Charles Barnes, Julius Fisher, Will Applebee,
Charley Judd and Ray Ellison waited in the wings. Carpenter
and Tullar pitched “a strong game” for the single men. Guy
Green claims he saved the game for the single men by
covering first base so admirably.

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Playing for the Benedicts or Married Men were Homer Elliott, | Jim Dello. Trustee 3 Yrs
William Beckwith, Harry Teeple, Otto Reesher, Frank
Richart, H. G. Darnell, Lew Brown, Frank Elliott, Joe Levy, and Captain Fred Arnold. Substitutes
were Andy Buchanan, James Ostrander, Paul Hanks and William Yewdall. Hanks was put in the
pitchers box substituting for Elliott. Hanks “covered himself with glory” as a pitcher, but fell asleep
on first base and was put out by a quick throw from catcher to first. Joe Levy played first base for
the married men, and his errors made the reporter comment that he should be permanently retired
from baseball.

The final score was Bachelors 12, Benedicts, 5. All receipts of the game were for the benefit of the
Athletic Association and help pay down the expense of fitting up the new field. The gate receipts
totaled $132.00, and would have been more had the crowd on Main Street paid admission instead
of “spronging” the game from the outside.
