The Schryver Homestead Barn, c.1930, in the architectural style of a Western or Prairie dairy barn is believed to be a Sears Kit Barn delivered by rail.  It is clearly visible from the designated Historic Seaway Trail, the scenic Route 12 corridor that passes through the Thousand Islands region and the villages of Clayton and Alexandria Bay. This portion of the route is used by thousands of area residents and visitors traveling by auto or tour bus, as well as by bicyclists on a mapped bicycle route, and numerous casual walkers and joggers.  

Over the years, many area residents and tourists have stopped along the road to photograph the pictorial farm setting situated on land that has been in the Schryver family since 1869. Views of the well-maintained barn-red agricultural buildings and turn-of-the-century farmhouse are framed by regularly mowed open fields of green grass on both sides of the road. Beyond, there is a view of pinewoods and apple tree hedgerows.  Travelers frequently pause to observe the natural wildlife from the shoulder of the highway. Small groups of deer and large flocks of wild turkey are often spotted, not to mention the presence of fox, skunk, opossum, and a variety of birds. 

Recollections by neighbors suggest the structure is a Sears Kit Barn which arrived by railroad to the LaFargeville depot around 1929 or 1930.  Construction was completed by local farmers and neighbors as evidenced by signatures on beams and rafters.  Some modifications have been made to the original structure, but many features are still visible.  The original hay track, powered by horse, is in place along the roofline, and the grapple hook is in storage.  One of the distinct features of this structure is the ventilating system developed by the Jamesway Company.  Not only are the roof ventilators still in good condition complete with weather vane, but also the interior venting structure remains fully operational.  

The sturdy barn, farmhouse, outbuildings, and surrounding farmland picturesquely portrays the historical agriculture lifestyle and livelihood of dairy farmers located in the Thousand Islands region to those who pass by.
